The Northern Bell Orchestra was formed in 2006 
devoted to ringing more advanced music. The 
first conductor was Tim Willets followed by Kate 
Sawallisch but since then many other people 
have picked up the baton. A variety of makes 
and types of bell and ringing styles are used and 
occasionally we are joined by flautists, cellists 
and other musicians. The members come from 
across the north, from the Lake District to East 
Yorkshire and south to Staffordshire and  
Lincolnshire.  They are all united by their love of 
ringing, desire to improve and the enjoyment of 
playing together. 

Handbells are one of the worlds oldest instruments and 
yet the handbells of today are sophisticated precision  
instruments which produce a beautifully rich sound.

The orchestra 
boasts between 2 and 3 five octave sets of bells —  that 
could be over 30 players and hundreds of bells.
